ATTACK #9: OIL KILLS

A Sports Utility Vehicle is still fuming after having exploded. It is a hyper-realistic scene depicting a terrorist attack incriminating – all at once – the automobile industry, rampant consumerism and governments. This intervention will heighten the public’s awareness of the perverse effects of these gas-guzzling, power-hungry vehicles.  
ATTACK #9 gives us pause to reflect on our political and environmental position as Canadians. Where do we stand on Kyoto? We are being asked to follow through on our Kyoto Protocol commitments and to reflect on the damaging consequences of our dependency on black gold and its link to the state of peace in the world, notably in Irak.

After eight impactful performances in Montreal and Quebec City, ATTACK #9 will take place in Toronto, beginning this June 9, 2005 at 5 P.M. till June 12 at 7 P.M., at Yonge-Dundas Square. It moves to the nation’s capital the following week. 

ATSA will be at the scene of the crime 24 hours a day. You are invited to come meet us and to discuss, film and photograph the exhibit. Many products stemming from the intervention will be available on the spot: a DVD of the manifesto, miniature replicas of ATTACK, stickers...
L’Action Terroriste Socialement Acceptable, or ATSA, founded by artists Annie Roy and Pierre Allard, has been creating “urban interventions” which question society and its values since 1997. ATSA events rattle the urban landscape and open it up to societal debates. Its very name is an aberration and is intended as a reflection of the themes motivating the pair’s creations.  
The Theatre Centre, established 1979, has been developing and presenting innovative, interdisciplinary and accessible theatre through creative collaboration between artists, staff and community. Every two years, The Theatre Centre presents interdisciplinary work from across the country as part of Free Fall.
